Richard Genest has again kindly offered the use of his café for the whole month of May to have 
our art show and display our works. The Moon & River Café is open to the public from 9:00 am 
to 11:00 pm daily. His café does a steady business during the day and on nights and weekends he 
has local artists play music, sing or read poetry. There is always a crowd for these shows.  
 
Show participants should bring either cookies, treats or punch for the reception (to be donated to 
Richard after the reception).  Coffee, tea and additional foods such as sandwiches and salads can 
be purchased at the café. The café can display about 25 small to medium sized paintings (max. 
24” width) and can seat ~ 30. The entry fee is $10.00 for the first painting and $5 for the second, 
with a maximum of two paintings space permitting. Dues must be current to enter the Art Show.  
 
The Moon & River Cafe' charges  a 20% commission on all sales, so please price work 
accordingly.

Friday May 1 

• Drop off from 3 pm -5 pm. 
• Paintings will be hung that day. Robert Goodale a local artist and a former art teacher in 

Schenectady City Schools will be judging the show. 
Saturday May 9 

• Reception 2 pm – 4 pm 
• The reception is open to the public. 

Sunday May 31 
Paintings must be removed between 3 pm-5 pm.   
 
Art Night Schenectady is a  monthly event in downtown Schenectady highlighting the arts and 
businesses. It’s on the 3rd Friday of each month  from 5 pm to 9 pm.  It’s a great opportunity to 
showcase local artists. Since our work will be displayed at the Moon & River Café, we can also 
be included in the arts listing.
